EEMS Basics
Emergency Event Manager software is comprised of two basic components 
- EEMS Client & EEMS Server. Both elements provide certain functionality 
that support different user capabilities. Emergency Event Manager Systems 
can be configured to best suit the needs of each organization. 

EEMS Client

> Software installed locally on PC.
> Capture photos.
> Connect to USB peripherals 
    (Scanners, ID printers, cameras, etc.).

> Print ID cards centrally or locally.
 

EEMS Server

> Web application accessed via a 
   web browser or locally installed.
> Maintain a centralized database.
> Upload photos.
> Manage asset & personnel data 
   among multiple departments
   (Create, edit, or archive records).

> Control access settings for 
   each user.

Each component can be used as a stand-alone solution or can be combined 
in a number of possible configurations. Emergency Event Manager is 
designed to provide users the ability to manage event data and monitor event 
status using a locally installed system or from any location using an internet 
browser. This provides a cost efficient umbrella solution by managing multiple 
locations using one solution that supports one centralized database.
